Founded in 2000, IBJ has in-depth programs in Burundi, Cambodia, China, India, Rwanda, and Zimbabwe, in which it trains defense lawyers, persuades justice sector officials to create fairer criminal justice systems, and educates the public about their legal rights. In addition, IBJ’s JusticeMakers program has provided funding for innovative projects in 25 countries and built a global platform now used by more than 6,000 lawyers and human rights defenders.  
IBJ’s ranking among the world’s top NGOs follows other recent acknowledgements of its work. In December, TED and the Huffington Post published the video of a talk Tse gave at TED Global on the urgent need to end investigative torture. They ranked the video # 3 in their series called “BEST OF TED 2011: A COUNTDOWN OF 18 GROUNDBREAKING IDEAS TO RESHAPE THE WORLD IN 2012.” Earlier this week, CNN posted this video on its Opinion page to mark the beginning of the Chinese New Year – the Year of the Dragon – which IBJ has chosen to launch its 12 Year Plan to End Torture.
